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Henning GmbH is launching the WeightWatcher (LS)
Light, a completely new family of load-measuring sen-
sors, in July. The already-existing overload-measuring
systems comprising the evaluation unit AE12 and sensors
LS1 and LS2 have been in service for several years. In ad-
dition to overload measuring, these systems offer functions
such as absolute load measuring, rope-tension measuring in
the set and rope-load adjustment. Nevertheless, Henning
has had requests for a small but high-grade overload
measuring system for rope-traction elevators that costs
less and suits more installation sites.

Henning attempts to meet customer suggestions with
LS Light. Thanks to its dimensions of 110 mm long X 30
mm wide X 12 mm high, the new rope-sensor is intended
to be applicable for almost every installation site, even in
short shaft heads and with narrow-layed ropes. The
range of application of the sensor also enables the meas-
urement of ropes with 4-13-mm diameters. The measuring

scale is 0-500 kg per rope, with a suspension ratio of 1:1.
The strain-gauge bridge of LS-Light prevents external in-
fluences and allows the product to work at temperatures
between 0°C and 70°C. Reliable interference immunity is
provided by special filter techniques. The sensor is de-
signed to be installed without the use of special tools. By
means of the 2.5-m-long connecting cable that may be
elongated up to 20 m, no 16 LS-Lights can be connected
to the evaluation unit AE16 light.

Evaluation unit AE16 Light

Henning’s evaluation unit AE16 Light is a novelty, too.
Supplied with 12-28 VDC, the evaluation unit connects up
to 16 LS-Lights. The typical power consumption of < 0.8
W (with four LS-Light sensors connected and one relay
picked up) evidences the energy efficiency of the AE16
Light. Connection to the elevator control unit is established
by three user-programmable alarm relays or, as an option,
via an analog output (0-20mA resp. 4-20mA max. 30 V,
galvanically isolated) or a CANopen connector (CAN-Open
DSP 417, galvanically isolated). An additional feature is
the possibility to compensate equilibrating chains and
traveling cables. This is offered by the standard HOLD
input (12-230 VAC/VDC) and is separate from the HOLD
function. Parameters can be entered by three push buttons
and with the help of a five-digit LED display and menu. 

As an option, configuration can be done via Henning
downloadable software running on a PC or laptop using
a USB connection and adaptor cable. The firmware can
be updated using the same methods. To facilitate the
worldwide use of AE16 Light, it indicates weights in tons,
kilograms, pounds, short tons and long tons. AE16 Light
can be installed on the cabin, in the elevator shaft or in
the elevator control cabinet. The dimensions of its casing
are 115 mm long X 80 mm wide X 40 mm high, lending it
to being mounted to a wall or top-hat rail.
